Where do I park?

Where are programs located at the school?
Pickleball will take place in the Recreation Gym in Wing 3 or the Small Gym in Wing 1 of the high school.
Wing 3 is located at the back of the high school with access to the space through the main doors of Wing
3. Wing 1 access is the side entrance of Wing 1 off the main parking lot.

Where do I register and pay?
